2. Declaration of Interests

3.2 Welcome new Council member (President)

The President welcomed Mr. Jim Brophy to the PSI Council. Mr. Brophy replaces Dr. Michael Barry, his term of
office ends on 14 June 2015. Mr. Brophy qualified as a Fellow of the Institute of Actuaries in 1985 and has worked
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as a consulting actuary in the Financial Services sector in London and Dublin for over 25 years. In recent years he
has also worked as a volunteer for the charity GOAL, and is an Accredited Commercial Mediator, mediating
settlements in both business and medical negligence cases

3.3 Appointment of Acting Registrar (President)

Following the resignation of Dr. Ambrose McLoughlin, an internal competition was held to appoint an Acting
Registrar in line the Corporate Governance Framework. The interview panel consisted of Mr. Eoghan Hanly who
acted as chair of the panel, Ms. Caroline Spillane, CEO of the Medical Council and Dr. Brian Cawley, Director
General of the Institute of Public Administration. The competition process concluded on Tuesday 15t May 2012
and the panel commended the PSI on the high calibre of the candidates. The panel recommended to Council the
appointment of Ms. Ciara McGoldrick as Acting Registrar. Council unanimously endorsed this recommendation.

The Act provides that the “Registrar shall be paid by the Society such remuneration and allowances as the Council,
with the approval of the Minister with the consent of the Minister for Finance, determines from time to time”. As
the Acting Registrar will have responsibility under the Act to “keep the registers, manage and control the
administration and business of the Society” and have responsibility for implementing the statutory functions under
the Act, the President recommended to Council that the Acting Registrar be placed on the grade of the previous
Registrar, which was Assistant Secretary level, pending the permanent appointment of a Registrar.

The President proposed to write to the Minister for Health informing him of the appointment of Ms. Ciara
McGoldrick at Assistant Secretary Level, subject to his approval and the consent of the Minister for Finance and
request immediate approval to initiate a competition process to seek a permanent replacement for the position of
Registrar of the PSI.

The President then congratulated Ms. McGoldrick on her appointment, wished her every success in the role and
assured her of the full support of Council. He also expressed both his and the Vice President’s confidence in the
staff of the PSI.

Ms. McGoldrick thanked Council for approving her appointment and for expressing their confidence in her. She
assured Council that the work of the PSI would continue to be carried out to a high standard. She also thanked
staff and praised their dedication and commitment.
